Eligibility, Criteria, Procedures 
 

Eligibility 
 

 Student must be pursuing a Master of Science in Administration degree with a concentration in 
Health Services Administration through Central Michigan University’s Off-Campus Programs. 

 
 Preference is given to residents within seven southeastern counties (Lapeer, Macomb, Monroe, 

Oakland, St. Clair, Washtenaw or Wayne). 
 
Criteria 
 

 Student must have regular admission to the MSA program  
 

 Must have completed 9 credit hours of MSA course work 
 

 Must have an overall GPA of 3.0 or higher 
 

 Cannot be a former recipient of this scholarship 
 

 Student must demonstrate financial need and must not already receive tuition assistance 
 
 
Procedures 
 

 Student must file an official application form. 
 

 Student must include a letter of recommendation from an instructor who has taught a course in 
the student’s MSA program. 

 
 Student must provide a short explanation of why you chose to pursue the MSA degree with a 

concentration in Health Services Administration at Central Michigan University. 
 

 Applications due to Scholarship Committee: June 5, 2009. 
 

 A scholarship committee appointed by the Vice President/Executive Director, Off-Campus 
Programs, will receive and review applications. The Vice President/Executive Director, in 
consultation with the financial aid office, will determine scholarship recipient(s).
